All Trellis Volunteers are required to get a police check done prior to starting their volunteer role.

For Applicants Residing in the City of Guelph:

Go to the local police station at 15 Wyndham St. S. Guelph, Ontario in person. Inform them that you would like to obtain a police records check including vulnerable sector screening for volunteering with Trellis Mental Health and Developmental Services.  There are no fees associated with this for volunteers.  

You will need to present at least one piece of photo ID (driver’s license, passport or photo health card) or two pieces of ID with name and birth date if previous is not available.  It takes a couple of minutes to fill out the application and approximately 2 - 3 weeks to process.  When the check is complete, the police station will contact you and you can then go and pick it up and forward it to: Volunteer Services, Trellis Mental Health and Developmental Services 147 Delhi St. Guelph, ON  N1E 4J3.
